The Emperor Charles IV issued the Golden Bull in 1356
A.D., for the purpose of determining the procedures for
the election and coronation of the emperor, regulating the
duties, rights and privileges of the elector princes. And
also definition to whom the electoral rights belong. The
Text of Golden Bull Resolved the dispute about
previously disputed issues, it gives to the elector princes
sovereign rights within their Provinces. It granted them
Privileges and immunities, No one could appeal from their
decisions; and insurgency against their persons were to be
punished as high treason. The elector princes had by text
of the Golden Bull an important share in the government
of the empire. It is important to note that nothing in the
Golden Bull is said concerning the right of the pope,
which had been recognized by previously emperors, to
confirm the election, thus The Emperor Charles IV
Liberated Germany from Papal domination that had been
the cause of Strife between Empire and the Papacy for a
long time in the middle Ages.
